
 

Write -N-Cite is a utility that allows users of  
Microsoft Word and Internet Explorer to run 
an abbreviated version of RefWorks in their 
word processor. Use this software to insert ci-
tations   
as you write.   
 

Download the Software  
 

In RefWorks menu choose:  
Tools >> Write - N- Cite  
Download the software and reboot your  
machine. You will see this icon in your MS  
Word menu:  
Open this to  
insert citations as you write.  
 

Steps for using Write - N- Cite  
 

1.  Open MS Word.  
2.  Click on the Write - N- Cite  icon.  
3.  Open a folder of references for your paper.  
4.  Click One line/Cite View  beside folder name.  
5.  Begin writing your paper.  
6.  Click on Cite  beside a reference. This cita-
tion will be formatted properly later.  
7.  Save your file as usual: paper.doc.  
8.  When the paper is finished, click on  
Bibliography  in the Write -N-Cite window. 
9.  Select your output style.  
10. Click on Create  Bibliography.  
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created: Final - paper.doc. 
12. To edit your paper, return to paper.doc.  
 Again click Bibliography  to get the final  
 version.
